Bite Pricing:

For this event, all customer-vendor exchanges must use tickets, not cash or currency. One ticket equals $1.00. Downtown Bellingham Partnership will sell tickets to customers, which will be used to purchase all food and beverages at the event. At the end of the event, vendors will exchange tickets collected with the DBP for the equivalent dollar amount minus 17% of sales for DBP members and 21% of sales for non-members to cover event expenses.

Number of tastes and size:

· We ask that each vendor serve 2-3 tastes. Taste sizes should be equivalent to about two or three bites in size (or sips, if it is a beverage) and give the consumer a sample of what they could order on the regular menu.  

· Tastes will sell for 1 to 3 tickets.

Examples of appropriate sizes for servings: 
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Entrée size:

Each vendor may also serve one entrée item priced between 4 and 7 tickets. The items must be representative of the restaurant and on your menu or regularly served specials. The entrée must be a larger portion of one of your tastes, not a separate item.

Beverages: 

No alcoholic beverages will be allowed on event premises outside of DBP booths or the Beer/Wine area. Food Vendors cannot serve alcohol but are welcome to serve unique or custom beverages as tastes, as well as traditional beverages (i.e., water, coffee, tea, soda). Beverages should be sold for no more than 4 tickets.

Amount of food/beverages:

Last year’s Bite of Bellingham had a very large turnout, with approximately 3,700 people in attendance. Expect to prepare about 2,000 tastes available. *Note: Because tastes are smaller and less expensive than entrées, you should expect to sell more tastes than entrées.

VENDOR GUIDELINES

RESTRICTIONS:

· Any promotional give-aways, signs, posters, banners or stickers from any print or broadcast media other than the official Bite of Bellingham sponsors are prohibited.

· No alcoholic beverages or loud music are allowed within or in the vicinity of your booth.

· Vendors are not allowed to advertise outside their booth space using ‘rovers,’ flyers, sandwich boards, etc.

· Vendors are not allowed to ‘rove’ with their merchandise at any time.

· Sponsorship of event will not influence voting

SIGNAGE:

· Only the name of the restaurant as stated on the application is allowed on booth/table signage provided by vendors. Also, Bite of Bellingham sponsors are allowed on booth/table signage as stated in the contracts.

HEALTH:

· Vendor must have appropriate Whatcom County Dept. of Public Health permits. (Contact David Kim at 676-6724, x 50870, for more information). We encourage vendors to serve pre-cooked or pre-assembled foods to avoid higher permit costs.
· All vendors must obtain health permits by July 21, 2010.
· We will provide a warm water hand-washing station for all food handlers. In addition, health regulations require each vendor to have an on-site hand-washing station with a plumbed sink, warm water, and soap (see diagram). 
SET-UP & TAKE DOWN:

· Vendors may park either on the street (except for 1300 block of Cornwall Ave) or in the Parkade on Commercial Street. Remember that parking is free on Saturdays. 

· Load-in time will be pre-arranged with Event Coordinator.

· Set-up must be completed by 11:00 am. 
· Load-out begins after 4:00 pm, and must be completed by 7:00 pm as pre-arranged with the Event Coordinator.
